Summary
H.R. 5479 designates the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 117 North Kidd Street in Ionia, Michigan, as the "Alonzo Woodruff Post Office Building". This legislation was introduced by Representative Vernon Ehlers (R-MI) on February 25, 2008. The House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform ordered the bill to be reported by voice vote on March 13, 2008.

H.R. 5528 designates the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 120 Commercial Street in Brockton, Massachusetts, as the "Rocky Marciano Post Office Building". This legislation was introduced by Representative Stephen Lynch (D-MA) on March 4, 2008. The House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform ordered the bill to be reported by voice vote on March 13, 2008.
H.R. 5483 designates the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 10449 White Granite Drive in Oakton, Virginia, as the "Private First Class David H. Sharrett II Post Office Building". This legislation was introduced by Representative Tom Davis (R-VA) on February 25, 2008. The House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform ordered the bill to be reported by voice vote on March 13, 2008.
H.R. 3721 designates the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 1190 Lorena Road in Lorena, Texas, as the "Marine Gunnery Sgt. John D. Fry Post Office Building". This legislation was introduced by Representative Chet Edwards (D-TX) on October 2, 2008. The House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform ordered the bill to be reported by voice vote on December 12, 2007.
H.R. 4185 designates the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 11151 Valley Boulevard in El Monte, California, as the "Marisol Heredia Post Office Building". This legislation was introduced by Representative Hilda Solis (D-CA) on November 14, 2007. The House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform ordered the bill to be reported by voice vote on March 13, 2008.
